Mark 1:4 John did baptize in the wilderness, and preach the baptism
of repentance for the remission of sins.

Mat 9:13 But go ye and learn what that meaneth, | will have mercy,
and not sacrifice: for | am not come to call the righteous, but sinners
to repentance.

John the Baptist was the forerunner of Christ and he came preaching repentance for the
remission of sins. Jesus came calling sinners to repentance. In our modern progressive
society we often omit the weighty matter of repentance. See what the following scriptures tell
us about repentance. Are you one of the modern progressives that has joined the church
perhaps without repentance, maybe at such an early age that you may not have even known
what repentance is, much less having been drawn by the Father and convicted by the spirit of
the living God to repentance and acceptance of Jesus Christ the son of God, our one and only
Saviour, giving us eternal life.

REPENTANCE

Mat 3:8 Bring forth therefore fruits meet for repentance:

Mat 3:11 | indeed baptize you with water unto repentance: but he that cometh after me is
mightier than |, whose shoes | am not worthy to bear: he shall baptize you with the Holy
Ghost, and with fire:
