Abomination of Desolation

What is the abomination of desolation?  It is the period of time when the beast 
takes over the earth until Armageddon.  This will be 1290 days.  The beast will 
control the earth, all nations, kindred and tongues for 42 months or 1260 days.  It 
starts when the daily sacrifice in the temple is taken away (Dan. 12:11). 
Satan's servant or servants will control the earth including Israel. It is a time like 
has never been before or ever shall be.  Satan's servants control the earth, the 
beast and false prophet, during this period of time for 42 months or 1260 days. 
During the last 30 days the ten kings have power one hour with the beast. They 
turn their power over to the beast.  This is when they gather their army to make 
war with the Lamb and He shall overcome them.

During the abomination of desolation Israel will be desolate.  All of Israel but a 
remnant will be killed, die or sent into captivity. The scattered of Israel will return 
after Armageddon, which will be a remnant of all the tribes.

All of the above are group together connected to the period of time when Satan 
controls.  The 1290 begins when the daily sacrifice is cut off until and through the 
day of Armageddon.  In order to understand go to the day of Armageddon and 
count backwards 1290 days.  This should put you on the day the daily sacrifice is 
cut off.  Then go forward 1260 days or 42 months and this should put you on the 
day the beast losses his power to control all kindred tongues and nations.  Time, 
times, and a half time,  time, times and the dividing of time and time, times and  
an half are the same time period, 42 months or 1260 days.  At this point we need 
to discuss that the two witnesses will testify 1260 days and their dead bodies lie 
in the streets 3 ½  days, during this time the world rejoices and makes merry 
exchanging gifts etc.  The witnesses cannot testify while dead so their 1260 days 
appears to have started 3 ½ days before the beast takes control.  Could this be 
time for the two witnesses to warn the people the beast was coming?   The 
woman was nourished or fed in the 12th Chapter of Rev. for time, times  and half 
times or for 1260 days.  This period of times seems to be the same days that the 
beast controls.

Some would say the daily sacrifice was cut off at the time the temple was 
destroyed in Jerusalem in 70 A, D.  This was the temple that was standing when 
Christ was here.  I do not doubt the daily sacrifice was cut off then but consider 
the fact that the temple was mentioned for end time scriptures to be fulfilled.

The temple must be there for the fulfillment of the scriptures in Rev. 11:1-2.  In 2 
Thessalonians 2:4 how can this be fulfilled without a temple? 

New Testament

Revelation 11:1 And there was given me a reed like unto a rod: and the angel 
stood, saying, Rise, and measure the temple of God, and the altar, and them 
that worship therein.
2 But the court which is without the temple leave out, and measure it not; for it is 
given unto the Gentiles: and the holy city shall they tread under foot forty and two 
months.

2 Thessalonians 2:4 Who opposeth and exalteth himself above all that is called 
God, or that is worshipped; so that he as God sitteth in the temple of God, 
shewing himself that he is God.



Old Testament

Daniel 8:11 Yea, he magnified himself even to the prince of the host, and by him 
the daily sacrifice was taken away, and the place of his sanctuary was cast 
down.

Daniel 9:27 And he shall confirm the covenant with many for one week: and in 
the midst of the week he shall cause the sacrifice and the oblation to cease, 
and for the overspreading of abominations he shall make it desolate, even until 
the consummation, and that determined shall be poured upon the desolate.

Daniel 11:31 And arms shall stand on his part, and they shall pollute the 
sanctuary of strength, and shall take away the daily sacrifice, and they shall 
place the abomination that maketh desolate.

Revelation 12:6 And the woman fled into the wilderness, where she hath a 
place prepared of God, that they should feed her there a thousand two hundred 
and   threescore days.  

Revelation 12:14 And to the woman were given two wings of a great eagle, that 
she might fly into the wilderness, into her place, where she is nourished for 
a time, and times, and half a time, from the face of the serpent.

Is it not clear that the two above scriptures are the same period of time, one 
stating 1,260 days and the other time, times, and half a time?   Note both are in 
the same chapter, both speaking of a woman, both wilderness, and one being 
nourished and the other fed her.

Revelation 10:7 But in the days of the voice of the seventh angel, when he shall 
begin to sound, the mystery of God should be finished, as he hath declared to his 
servants the prophets.

Rev. 10:6 refers to time being no longer and in verse 7 it refers to days of the 
voice of the seventh angel  indicating it will sound more than a day and states 
when he shall begin to sound suggesting it could be for an indefinite period of 
time  after referring to the mystery of God should be finished, as he hath declared 
to his servants the prophets.  He has declared to the prophets until the new 
heaven and the new earth.  In verse 6 it indicates there should be time no longer. 
Time is given through the 1,000 year reign of Christ.  Is this suggesting that 
Christ’s rule will be under the seventh trumpet reaching until time should be no 
more, at or after the great white throne? 

Matthew 24:22 And except those days should be shortened, there should no 
flesh be saved: but for the elect’s sake those days shall be shortened.



Mark 13:20 And except that the Lord had shortened those days, no flesh should 
be saved: but for the elect’s sake, whom he hath chosen, he hath shortened the 
days.

Revelation 8:12 And the fourth angel sounded, and the third part of the sun was 
smitten, and the third part of the moon, and the third part of the stars; so as the 
third part of them was darkened, and the day shone not for a third part of it, and 
the night likewise.
13 And I beheld, and heard an angel flying through the midst of heaven, saying 
with a loud voice, Woe, woe, woe, to the inhabiters of the earth by reason of the 
other voices of the trumpet of the three angels, which are yet to sound!

Revelation 12:12 Therefore rejoice, ye heavens, and ye that dwell in them. Woe 
to the inhabiters of the earth and of the sea! for the devil is come down unto you, 
having great wrath, because he knoweth that he hath but a short time.

In Ma. 24:22 and Mark 13:20 both state that except these days be shortened no 
flesh shall be saved.  Many years ago I heard a preacher preach and teach about 
the heavens departing as a scroll indicating volcanic ash going into the air would 
slowly close the heavens by thickening them.  At an angle to the sides the 
distance is greater and the shortest distance through the clouds would be straight 
up.  With this in mind I always thought that this is what is referred to as 
shortening of the days, then one day the Lord opened my eyes. Read Rev. 8:12 
carefully and see if you have not only shortened the days but the night likewise.  
It dawned on me you cannot shorten the day and the night together unless you 
shorten the number of hours in a day.  In effect change the rotation of the earth.  
If you shorten it by 1/3 it would be a 16 hour day.  This is mentioned just before 
the 3 woes.  The 3 woes occur when Satan is cast to the earth.  Inhabiters are 
mentioned in the bible only twice (King James Version).  Once is mentioned at the 
announcement of the 3 woes  (Rev. 8:13) and the other is when Satan is cast out 
of heaven. (Rev. 12:12)
 
If you can see how you can shorten both day and night without shortening the 
number of hours in a day let me know how it can be done.
