HOW FAR WILL WE GO?

Luke 18:17  Verily I say unto you, Whosoever shall not receive the kingdom of God as a little child 
shall in no wise enter therein.

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SAINTS

Saints: Please note that the word Saints appears in the book of Revelation 13 times as follows: Rev 5:8, Rev 8:3, 
Rev 8:4, Rev 11:18, Rev 13:7, Rev 13:10, Rev 14:12, Rev 15:3, Rev 16:6, Rev 17:6, Rev 18:24, Rev 19:8, and 
Rev 20:9.

I once asked an older preacher, who is now deceased, if he thought we would go into the tribulation. He 
immediately stated, yes. I ask him why he thought it. He simply stated saints are mentioned all the way through 
the book of Revelation. Look above and see for yourself.

ABOMINATION OF DESOLATION:  The beast will control Israel and the world for 42 months and Israel will 
be desolate until Armageddon.  The beast will take away the daily sacrifice to began his 42 months.  From the 
time the daily sacrifice is taken away until the end of the beast rule is 42 months and then one month more until 
Armageddon. (Daniel 12:11 1290 days) 

NOTE THE ORDER: [ Matthew Chapter 24] 

Mat 24:15  When ye therefore shall see the abomination of desolation, spoken of by Daniel the prophet, stand in 
the holy place, (whoso readeth, let him understand:)
Mat 24:16  Then let them which be in Judaea flee into the mountains:

Mat 24:29  Immediately after the tribulation of those days shall the sun be darkened, and the moon shall not 
give her light, and the stars shall fall from heaven, and the powers of the heavens shall be shaken:
Mat 24:30  And then shall appear the sign of the Son of man in heaven: and then shall all the tribes of the 
earth mourn, and they shall see the Son of man coming in the clouds of heaven with power and great glory.
Mat 24:31  And he shall send his angels with a great sound of a trumpet, and they shall gather together his elect 
from the four winds, from one end of heaven to the other.

NOTE THE ORDER: [Mark chapter 13] 

Mark 13:14  But when ye shall see the abomination of desolation, spoken of by Daniel the prophet, standing 
where it ought not, (let him that readeth understand,) then let them that be in Judaea flee to the mountains:

Mark 13:26  And then shall they see the Son of man coming in the clouds with great power and glory.
Mark 13:27  And then shall he send his angels, and shall gather together his elect from the four winds, from the 
uttermost part of the earth to the uttermost part of heaven.

In Mark 13:14 it speaks of the Abomination of Desolation which goes through verse 24 of the same chapter. It 
states after that tribulation telling of the signs and then shall they see the Son of man coming in the clouds. It 
seems obvious that that tribulation is referring to the Abomination of Desolation. Mat. 24 does likewise in verse 
15 it refers to the Abomination of Desolation. Then in verse 29 it speaks of immediately after the tribulation of 
those days. Once again it tells of the coming of the Son of man in verse 30. As I perceive it we are told at least 3 
times that the Lords coming will be after     the start of the abomination of desolation. Once in II Thes. 2:1-4, Once 
in Mark 13 and once in Mat. 24 

NOTE THE ORDER: [Luke chapter 21]

Luke 21:20  And when ye shall see Jerusalem compassed with armies, then know that the desolation thereof is 
nigh.

Luke 21:27  And then shall they see the Son of man coming in a cloud with power and great glory.



NOTE THE ORDER: [Revelation chapter 14]

Rev 14:14  And I looked, and behold a white cloud, and upon the cloud one sat like unto the Son of man, having 
on his head a golden crown, and in his hand a sharp sickle.
Rev 14:15  And another angel came out of the temple, crying with a loud voice to him that sat on the cloud, 
Thrust in thy sickle, and reap: for the time is come for thee to reap; for the harvest of the earth is ripe.
Rev 14:16  And he that sat on the cloud thrust in his sickle on the earth; and the earth was reaped.

ARMAGEDDON :

Rev 14:17  And another angel came out of the temple which is in heaven, he also having a sharp sickle.
Rev 14:18  And another angel came out from the altar, which had power over fire; and cried with a loud cry to 
him that had the sharp sickle, saying, Thrust in thy sharp sickle, and gather the clusters of the vine of the earth; 
for her grapes are fully ripe.
Rev 14:19  And the angel thrust in his sickle into the earth, and gathered the vine of the earth, and cast it into the 
great winepress of the wrath of God.
Rev 14:20  And the winepress was trodden without the city, and blood came out of the winepress, even unto the 
horse bridles, by the space of a thousand and six hundred furlongs.

NOTE THE ORDER: [Revelation chapter 19]

Rev 19:9  And he saith unto me, Write, Blessed are they which are called unto the marriage supper of the 
Lamb. And he saith unto me, These are the true sayings of God.

Rev 19:14  And the armies which were in heaven followed him upon white horses, clothed in fine linen, white 
and clean.
Rev 19:15  And out of his mouth goeth a sharp sword, that with it he should smite the nations: and he shall 
rule them with a rod of iron: and he treadeth the winepress of the fierceness and wrath of Almighty God.
Rev 19:16  And he hath on his vesture and on his thigh a name written, KING OF KINGS, AND LORD OF 
LORDS.

SEVENTH ANGEL:

Rev 11:15  And the seventh angel sounded; and there were great voices in heaven, saying, The kingdoms of this 
world are become the kingdoms of our Lord, and of his Christ; and he shall reign for ever and ever.

1 Cor 15:51  Behold, I show you a mystery; We shall not all sleep, but we shall all be changed,
1 Cor 15:52  In a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trump: for the trumpet shall sound, and the 
dead shall be raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed.

Mat 24:15  When ye therefore shall see the abomination of desolation, spoken of by Daniel the prophet, stand in 
the holy place, (whoso readeth, let him understand:)
Mat 24:16  Then let them which be in Judaea flee into the mountains:

Dan 9:26  And after threescore and two weeks shall Messiah be cut off, but not for himself: and the 
people of the prince that shall come shall destroy the city and the sanctuary; and the end thereof shall 
be with a flood, and unto the end of the war desolations are determined.
Dan 9:27  And he shall confirm the covenant with many for one week: and in the midst of the week he 
shall cause the sacrifice and the oblation to cease, and for the overspreading of abominations he shall 
make it desolate, even until the consummation, and that determined shall be poured upon the desolate.



2 Th 2:3  Let no man deceive you by any means: for that day shall not come, except there come a 
falling away first, and that man of sin be revealed, the son of perdition;

WILL WE (CHRISTIANS)  GO INTO THE GREAT TRIBULATION?

HOW FAR WILL WE GO?

Note the 5 listed orders with the gathering of the saints after the 42 months of the control of the beast.
It is very clear to me that the gathering of the saints will not be until after that man of sin be revealed, 
the son of perdition which would place it in the latter portion of the tribulation.  The aforementioned 
scriptures are highly suggestive that it will occur after the 42 months of the beast's control, putting the 
gathering close to the very end near Armageddon.  If the seventh trumpet is not the last trumpet then it 
would place it after the seventh trumpet to be the last trump (1 Corn. 15:52).

1 Cor 15:51  Behold, I show you a mystery; We shall not all sleep, but we shall   all   be changed  ,
1 Cor 15:52  In a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trump: for the trumpet shall sound, and 
the dead shall be raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed.
1 Cor 15:53  For this corruptible must put on incorruption, and this mortal must put on immortality.
