NOTE: We have selected scriptures for Part I from only one chapter of the New Testament, Matthew 
24, but we will refer to other parts of the Bible for clarification.  We feel this lines up the order of 



events and makes it clearer.  If you will study this chapter in it's entirety and learn it well you will have 
a better direction of the events and their order that take place proceeding the coming of the Lord.

Many people are wondering if we have already entered the great tribulation period.  I believe you 
would agree from the above scriptures that we are now in the period of sorrows just before the great 
tribulation which the abomination of desolation will follow in the latter portion of the tribulation.  Note 
in verse 33 “...know that it is near, even at the doors.” and in verse 34 previously mentioned “... This 
generation shall not pass, till all these things be fulfilled.”  Many question what length of time a 
generation should be considered.  I think most would agree that there will be people of that generation 
that are still living at the time of the coming of the Lord.

Mat 24:32  Now learn a parable of the fig tree; When his branch is yet tender, and putteth forth leaves, 
ye know that summer is nigh:

Most feel that the parable of the fig tree is Israel becoming a nation in 1948.  New life is coming forth 
and Israel is becoming a nation with their own land, although the 10 lost tribes (so called) are not there 
and will not be there until the 1,000 year reign after Armageddon.  We are now 63 years past 1948 and 
most agree the tribulation will be 7 years and added to that would be a total of 70 years.

The term “great tribulation” appears as such 3 times in the Bible Mat. 24:21, Rev. 2:22, and Rev. 7:14. 
It seems clear to me in Mat. 24:21, which we are discussing here, that it is referring to the period 
known as the abomination of desolation.  Note the abomination of desolation is the period of time 
spoken of by Daniel the prophet in Dan. 9:27 and 12:1, which leaves little doubt it will start at the time 
the beast of Rev. 13:5 is given 42 months of power and in Rev. 13:7 this power will be over all 
kindreds, and tongues, and nations. (Refer to 2Thes. 2:2-3)

There are dreadful things that will happen in the period of sorrows, but it appears possible that as many 
as two-thirds of Israel (Ezek. 5:2-4) and five-sixth of the rest of the earth (Ezek. 39:2) will be gone by 
the end of the great tribulation and the abomination of desolation including the battle of Armageddon.  
What is happening now like the earthquakes in Haiti, Chili, New Zealand and Japan are far less than 
what is to come. Much of that which is to come will not come from earthquakes or tsunamis, which we 
plan to discuss in our next edition Part II of Great Tribulation. It will be as it has never been before or 
ever shall be (Mat. 24:21), therefore it is felt there will be no doubt in the minds of those that know the 
word of God when the great tribulation gets here.
