We Must Acknowledge Sin

Psalms 51:1 Have mercy upon me, O God, according to thy lovingkindness: 
according unto the multitude of thy tender mercies blot out my transgressions.
2 Wash me throughly from mine iniquity, and cleanse me from my sin.
3 For I acknowledge my transgressions: and my sin is ever before me.
4 Against thee, thee only, have I sinned, and done this evil in thy sight: that thou 
mightest be justified when thou speakest, and be clear when thou judgest.

We must know that we have sinned before we can humble ourselves before God.  
In our modern progressive society often we feel that we are doing right. In reality 
we are often transgressing against God thinking we are following Him and 
sometimes thinking we are doing God a favor. David acknowledged he had sinned 
after he committed adultery with another man’s wife and had her husband killed 
taking her for his own.  See what David said to God in Psalms 51:1. 



Psalms 51:1  Against thee, thee only, have I sinned, and done this evil in thy 
sight: that thou mightest be justified when thou speakest, and be clear when thou 
judgest.

How Can We Turn When We Think We Are Doing the Right 
Thing?

We must come to the knowledge it is us that is bringing bad things upon our land.

Amos 8:11 Behold, the days come, saith the Lord GOD, that I will send a famine 
in the land, not a famine of bread, nor a thirst for water, but of hearing the words 
of the LORD:

Jeremiah 6:16 Thus saith the LORD, Stand ye in the ways, and see, and ask for 
the old paths, where is the good way, and walk therein, and ye shall find rest for 
your souls. But they said, We will not walk therein.

2 Chronicles 7:14 If my people, which are called by my name, shall humble 
themselves, and pray, and seek my face, and turn from their wicked ways; then 
will I hear from heaven, and will forgive their sin, and will heal their land.

Note: “...my people...”  “...called by my name...”

Romans 8:2 For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus hath made me free 
from the law of sin and death.

Romans 7:22 For I delight in the law of God after the inward man:

Matthew 5:18 For verily I say unto you, Till heaven and earth pass, one jot or 
one tittle shall in no wise pass from the law, till all be fulfilled.

Galatians 3:24 Wherefore the law was our schoolmaster to bring us unto Christ, 
that we might be justified by faith.
25 But after that faith is come, we are no longer under a schoolmaster.

Who Transgresses Against God?

Deuteronomy 28:1 And it shall come to pass, if thou shalt hearken diligently 
unto the voice of the LORD thy God, to observe and to do all his commandments 
which I command thee this day, that the LORD thy God will set thee on high above 
all nations of the earth:

2 And all these blessings shall come on thee, and overtake thee, if thou shalt 
hearken unto the voice of the LORD thy God.



Deuteronomy 28:15 But it shall come to pass, if thou wilt not hearken unto 
the voice of the LORD thy God, to observe to do all his commandments and his 
statutes which I command thee this day; that all these curses shall come upon 
thee, and overtake thee:

“...all these curses...” referred to in Deuteronomy 28:15 continues to 
Deuteronomy 28:68 many of which we plan to address in a later Newsletter.

2 Chronicles 7:14 If my people, which are called by my name, shall humble 
themselves, and pray, and seek my face, and turn from their wicked ways; then 
will I hear from heaven, and will forgive their sin, and will heal their land.

Often times the above verse is quoted without realizing to whom it is spoken to. 
We feel that the evil ones out there are the ones that bring curses on our land.  
We can understand that those that kill, rob, thieves, etc. are causing pestilences, 
plaques, no rain etc. to fall on our land.  The above verse (2 Chr. 7:14) is clearly 
pointed at my people called by my name and not outsiders.  Who would this be in 
our modern progressive society?  Who claim to be the children of God? The only 
ones that fit this verse are the fallen away Christians.  We claim to be his and 
claim to follow him.

How can we humble ourselves and seek the face of God when we think we have 
not sinned.  We think it is those sinners out there and not us.  Our modern 
progressive society has taught us that our modern progressive churches are doing 
the right thing.  We seem to feel that if the spirit of God does not draw people into 
the house of God that we will set the hand of man to the task with enticement to 
bring them in by whatsoever means our imaginations can conceive.  How can we 
humble ourselves until we realize that we are transgressing against God?

It has been said that John Dewey the father of the modern progressive educational 
system used nine methods to take God out of our schools and one of them was 
the kitchens.

Luke 19:46 Saying unto them, It is written, My house is the house of prayer: but 
ye have made it a den of thieves.

Do We Want to Please God?

Romans 8:8  So then they that are in the flesh cannot please God.
9  But ye are not in the flesh, but in the Spirit, if so be that the Spirit of God dwell 
in you. 

Now if any man have not the Spirit of Christ, he is none of his.

1 Thessalonians 4:1  Furthermore then we beseech you, brethren, and exhort 
you by the Lord Jesus, that as ye have received of us how ye ought to walk and to 
please God, so ye would abound more and more.
2 For ye know what commandments we gave you by the Lord Jesus.

We must be spiritual in order to please God.  Does the Spirit of God dwell in you?  
How many people do you know that even give the impression that they want to 
even try to please God?  The good life and self gratification seems to be the thing 
for this generation.  What have we given up for God?  What are we willing to give 
up for the master?  What did Christ give up for us?

Matthew 7:21-23 Not every one that saith unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into 
the kingdom of heaven; but he that doeth the will of my Father which is in heaven.
22 Many will say to me in that day, Lord, Lord, have we not prophesied in thy 
name? and in thy name have cast out devils? and in thy name done many 
wonderful works?
23 And then will I profess unto them, I never knew you: depart from me, ye that 
work iniquity.

I fear many of our churches feel that they are doing God’s will when often we are 
transgressing.
